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As we're preparing for the Great California ShakeOut 2019 here are a few directions you can share with
people who may ndie able to drop and cover due to disability, age, or balance/mobility issues:

1 Get as low as possible and move away from windows or other items that can fall on you.

1 Do not try to transfer from your wheelchair or seat during the shaking. Wait for theghalstop
before transferring.

1 If you use a wheelchair; lock your wheels and remain seated until the shaking stops.
Always protect your head and neck with your arms, a book, or whatever is available.
